PART I

Preliminary

1. This Act may be cited as the Pesticides Control Act. Short title.
2. In this Act, unless the context otherwise requires, Interpretation.

“advertisement” means any representation by any means whatsoever
for the purpose of promoting directly or indirectly the sale or other
distribution of any pesticides;

“agriculture” means the production and storage of any produce for
consumption or any other purpose and includes the use of land for grazing,
forestry and woodland, fish culture, bee culture, market gardening,
horticulture and nurseries or animal husbandry;

“approved analyst” means the government analyst or any other analyst
approved by the Minister;

“article” or “article to which the Act and regulations apply” means,

(@) a pesticide or any produce to which a pesticide is
believed to have been applied;

(b) anything used for the manufacture, packaging,
storage, application or use of a pesticide; or

(c) any labelling, packaging or advertising material which
relates to a pesticide;

“Board” means the Pesticides Control Board established under section 3;

2 of 2002. “code of practice” means Regulations made by the Minister on the
recommendations of the Board under section 15(1)(s) of this Act,
containing requirements to be followed in a regulation to achieve safe
pesticide use and handling;

“container” means anything in which a pesticide is wholly or partly
contained or packed;

“extermination” means the use of pesticides for the destruction or control
of pests on any land or premises or in a vehicle, ship or aircraft whether
on land or any other place;

2 of 2002. “general use pesticide” means a pesticide registered as a pesticide and
intended for use according to the label;

“label” means any legend, word or mark attached to, included in,
belonging to or accompanying a container;

“manufacture” means the formulation, compounding or synthesizing of
a pesticide;

“Minister” means the Minister responsible for agriculture;

“owner” means the owner of an article, his servant or agent, the person
in whose possession an article is found, the owner of a vehicle or land
or premises in which or on which an article is found, or the employer of
a worker;

“packaging” means the activity of putting pesticides in containers for
sale or distribution;

“pest” means any insect, rodent, bird, fish, mollusc, nematode, fungus,
weed, micro-organism, virus, ectoparasites of animals and any other kind
of plant or animal life which is injurious, troublesome or undesirable to
growing crops, produce, processed food, wood, clothes, fabrics or other
inanimate objects;

“pesticide” means any substance intended for preventing, destroying 2 of 2002.
or controlling any pest or vector of human, animal or plant disease,

and includes any substance intended for use as a plant growth regulator,

defoliant, desiccant, agent for thinning fruit, or for preventing the

premature fall of fruits, or a substance applied to crops either before or

after harvest to protect the commodity from deterioration during storage

and transportation, and any substance applied externally to animals for

the control of ectoparasites;

“pesticide applicator” means a person who uses pesticides to carry out an
extermination;

“prescribed” means prescribed by regulations made under this Act;

“produce” means a crop grown for consumption or other use after it is 2 of 2002.

may be used in the composition of food for human beings and domestic

and farm animals, but does not include growing crops;

“producer association” means a formally established body representing
the interests of producers in agriculture or animal production which is
interested in or is affected by the control of pesticides, including the
Beekeepers Industry, the Belize Livestock Producers Association, the
Citrus Growers Association, the Grain Growers Association, the Banana
Growers Association, the Cane Farmers Association and any other
similar associations;

“prohibited pesticide” means any pesticide of which the possible effects
on the environment, plants, animals or human beings are considered by
the Minister to be too dangerous to justify its use;

“restricted use pesticide” means a pesticide which, if used in accordance
with a widespread and commonly recognised practice, may generally
cause, without additional regulatory action, unreasonable adverse effects
on the environment, including the applicator and other people,

Provided that the terms “registered pesticide” and “restricted pesticide”
shall be construed to mean “general use pesticide” and “restricted use
pesticide” respectively wherever they occur in this Act and in subsidiary
legislation;

“Registrar” means the employee of the Board responsible for registers of
pesticides under section 10 of this Act;

“worker” means a person employed in the use and handling of pesticides.

3. There shall be established a Board to be called the Pesticides Control
Board and the constitution of the Board shall be as set out in the First
Schedule to this Act.
4.—(1) The functions of the Board shall be,

(@) to register pesticides;

(c)  to authorize persons to sell restricted pesticides;

(d) to register premises in which a restricted pesticide
may be sold;

(e)  to authorize pesticide applicators to use restricted
pesticides;

(/)  to classify any pesticide as a registered pesticide,
restricted pesticide or a prohibited pesticide;

(¢) to consider and determine applications made pursuant
to this Act and to deal with all aspects of the
importation, manufacture, packaging, preparation for
sale, sale, disposal and use of pesticides and to advise
the Minister on all matters in relation thereto; and

(h) to do such other things as may be expedient or
necessary for the proper performance of its functions
under this Act;

(i)  to train, or to arrange for the training of, persons in 2 of 2002.

5. The Minister may, after consultation with the Chairperson, give to the
Board directions of a general character as to the policy to be followed in
the performance of any of its functions, and the Board shall give effect
to such directions.

6.-(1) Any person may, subject to the provisions of this Act, manufacture,
import, advertise or sell a pesticide which is declared to be a registered
pesticide.

(2) A list of registered pesticides is given in the Second Schedule to
this Act and this Schedule may be amended or replaced from time to time
by order, by the Minister in consultation with the Board.

(3) Any person wishing to sell a registered pesticide shall obtain from
the Board a licence entitling him to sell registered pesticides and comply
with such conditions as may be stipulated in the licence.

12.-(1) If any person who has obtained any registration, licence or
authorization pursuant to this Act is found upon enquiry by the Board
to have procured such registration, licence or authorization as the case
may be, as a result of any misleading, false or fraudulent representation,
the Board may if it thinks fit either suspend that registration, licence or
authorization as the case may be, for a period not exceeding one year,
or direct the Registrar to delete the relevant entry from the appropriate
register.

(2) The Board may at any time if it thinks just direct any entry which
has been deleted from a register pursuant to subsection (1) of this section
to be reinstated.

(3) The Board may, as soon as practicable after,

(@) any registration, licence or authorization has been
suspended or deleted from a register; or

(b) the reinstatement of any registration, licence or
authorization which was deleted from a register,
cause notice of the appropriate fact to be published in
the Gazette.

(4) Whenever any registration, licence or authorisation is deleted
from a register, the Board may in writing require the person to whom
such registration, licence or authorization had been granted to return to
the Registrar the relevant certificate or licence, as the case may be, and
such person shall comply with that requirement.

13.-(1) Pesticides not registered as required in section 6 of this Act or
listed under section 8 shall be prohibited pesticides and accordingly shall
not be brought into or used in Belize,

Provided that the Board may allow a person who has in his possession
or control any prohibited pesticide on the date of commencement of this
section, or who had contracted to import any prohibited pesticide prior
to such commencement, to dispose of such pesticide within a period not
exceeding six months of such commencement in such manner as the
Board shall direct.

(2) A list of prohibited pesticides is given in the Fourth Schedule to
this Act and this Schedule may be amended or replaced from time to time
by order, by the Minister in consultation with the Board.

14. No person shall package, label or advertise any pesticide in a manner
that is false, misleading or deceptive, is likely to create an erroneous
impression regarding its character, value, quantity, composition, merit
or safety, or is inconsistent with the information supplied to the Board at
the time of the application for registration.

15.-(1) The Minister may, in consultation with the Board, make
regulations,

(a)  for the registration of pesticides;

(b)  respecting experimental samples of pesticides and
matters relating thereto;

(c)  for the licensing of persons to import, manufacture or
sell registered pesticides;

(d) relating to restricted pesticides, the authorization and
the eligibility therefor of persons to sell restricted
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pesticides and the premises in which such pesticides
may be sold;

(e) relating to persons authorised to use restricted
chemicals, their employees and any medical or other
examination which they may be required to undergo;

(/ as respects the labelling, packaging, storage,
transportation and use of pesticides;

(¢) governing the aerial application of pesticides;

(h)  providing for the keeping of books and records by
authorized persons, and by persons licensed under this
Act to manufacture or import registered pesticides;

(i)  relating to the designation of inspectors and official
analysts, and the taking and analysing of samples;

()  for matters relating to examination by registered
medical practitioners of various persons having
contact with pesticides;

(k)  prescribing that protective clothing be worn and other
precautions be taken by persons handling or having
contact with particular pesticides or classes thereof
and imposing obligations on employers of such
persons with respect thereto;

(I)  prescribing the permissible level of any pesticide or
breakdown product thereof, at any specified time,
in any kind of plant or animal product intended for
consumption by human beings or domestic animals;

(m) regulating the periods during which particular
pesticides may or may not be used on certain
agricultural crops;

for the protection of persons who may suffer damage
as a result of the use, storage, manufacture or
packaging of pesticides by others;

(c) require any person he finds on land or premises
mentioned in subsection (1) of this section to give
information to the best of his knowledge as to who is
the occupier of that land and who is the employer of
workers employed to work thereon;

(d) seize and detain for such time as may be necessary
any article by means of which or in relation to which
he reasonably believes any provisions of this Act or
the regulations have been contravened.

(3) Where an inspector seizes an article under subsection 2(d) of
this section and the owner then consents to its destruction the article
shall thereupon be forfeited to the Government and may be destroyed or
otherwise disposed of as the Board directs.

(4) An inspector may take samples of articles to which this Act and the
regulations apply and submit such samples to an analyst for examination
or analysis without paying compensation to the owner.

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(e)  bribes or attempts to bribe any inspector or other
officer designated or appointed as the case may be
under this Act, in connection with any matter arising
in the performance of any of his functions pursuant to
this Act; or

appointed under this Act as the case may be, accepts
or solicits any bribe in connection with any matter

1.-(1) The Board shall consist of not more than fourteen members
appointed by the Minister, of whom,

four shall be persons nominated by producer
associations, there not being more than one member
for any one producer association;

one shall be an officer of the Ministry responsible for
Agriculture;

one shall be an officer of the official body responsible
for plant and animal health, nominated by the
Managing Director of that body;

one shall be an officer nominated by the Chief
Executive Officer of the Ministry responsible for
Health;

one shall be an officer nominated by the Chief
Executive Officer of the Ministry responsible for the
Environment;

six shall be members appointed by the Minister in his
discretion from persons with knowledge of agriculture
or the field of pesticides.

(2) The Minister shall consider rotating appointments under
subparagraph (1)(a) above among the different producer associations in
the interests of effectiveness and fairness.

(3) In appointing the members of the Board, the Minister shall consult
with any organisation interested in or affected by the control of pesticides.
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(4) Members of the Board shall officially appoint alternates for
attendance of meetings on their behalf, when necessary, in the case of
the inability of such members to attend meetings.

(5) In the case of persons appointed to the Board, other than officers
appointed under subparagraph (1)(b), (c), (d) and (e), if a member or his
alternate fails to attend three consecutive meetings without good cause,
he shall vacate his position on the Board and the Minister shall consider
an appointment from another organisation.

2. The appointment of a member shall, subject to the provisions of this
Schedule, be for a period not exceeding two years and such member shall
be eligible for reappointment.

3. The Minister shall appoint one of the members to be Chairperson
thereof.

4. If the Chairperson is unable to act, the Minister may appoint any
member to act in the place of the Chairperson.

5.-(1) Any member other than the Chairperson may at any time resign his
office by instrument in writing addressed to the Minister and transmitted
through the Chairperson and from the date of receipt by the Minister of
such instrument that member shall cease to be a member of the Board.

(2) The Chairperson may at any time resign his office by instrument
in writing addressed to the Minister and such resignation shall take effect
as from the date of receipt by the Minister of that instrument.

6. The Registrar shall be appointed by the Board, subject to approval by
the Minister.

7. If any vacancy occurs in the membership such vacancy shall be filled
by the appointment of another member by the Minister, and in making
such appointment, the Minister shall have regard to the provisions of
paragraph 1.
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8. The names of all members as first constituted and every change in the
membership shall be published in the Gazerte.

9. The Board may co-opt such persons, whether Government officers or
otherwise, to attend particular meetings or parts thereof, as it thinks fit.

10. The funds of the Board shall consist of such monies as may from
time to time be placed at its disposition for the purposes of this Act by
the National Assembly, and such other monies as may be lawfully paid
to the Board.

11. The Board shall keep proper accounts of its receipts, payments,
assets and liabilities, and such accounts shall be audited annually by the
Auditor-General.

12.-(1) The Board shall, not later than three months after the end of
each financial year, cause to be made and transmitted to the Minister a
report of its activities during the preceding financial year, including a
statement of its accounts, audited in accordance with paragraph 11, and
the Minister shall cause copies of such report, together with the auditor’s
report, to be laid on the Tables of the House of Representatives and of
the Senate.

(2) The Board shall, before the date specified by the Minister, submit
to the Minister for his approval estimates of revenue and expenditure for
the ensuing financial year.

13.-(1) The seal of the Board shall be kept in the custody of the
Chairperson or the Secretary and shall be affixed to instruments pursuant
to a resolution of the Board in the presence of the Chairperson or any
other member acting in that capacity and the Secretary.

(2) The seal of the Board shall be authenticated by the signatures of
the Chairperson, or any other member authorized to act in that behalf,
and the Secretary.

(3) All documents other than those required by law to be under seal
made by and all decisions of the Board may be signified under the hand
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of the Chairperson, or any other member authorized in that behalf, or
the Secretary.

14.-(1) The Board shall meet at such times as may be expedient for the
transaction of its business and such meetings shall be held at such places
and times and on such days as the Board may determine.

(2) The Chairperson or any member acting in that capacity shall
preside at all meetings of the Board.

(3) The Chairperson may at any time call a special meeting of the
Board and shall call a special meeting within seven days of the receipt
of a written requisition for that purpose addressed to him by any three
members of the Board.

(4) A quorum of the Board shall be eight.
(5) Minutes in proper form of each meeting of the Board shall be kept.

(6) The validity of the proceedings of the Board shall not be affected
by any vacancy amongst the members thereof.

15.-(1) The Board may appoint such committees as it thinks fit, and
may delegate to any committee so appointed the power and authority to
carry out on its behalf such functions as the Board may determine, so
that, however, no committee so appointed shall have the power to make
regulations.

(2) The constitution of any committee appointed pursuant to
subparagraph (1) shall be determined by the Board.

(3) The validity of the proceedings of a committee appointed pursuant
to this paragraph shall not be affected by any vacancy amongst the
members thereof.

16.-(1) No member of the Board shall be personally liable for any act
or default of the Board done or omitted to be done in good faith in the
course of the operations of the Board.
